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Minimum Cut Radius for Blade Width 

Always use the widest blade possible for the 
curve being cut. You will get a straighter, 
smoother cut.

Never attempt to cut a 
curve tighter than the 
minimum shown for a 
given blade width. Doing 
so will damage or break 
the blade.
